NPSP services are provided to enhance development
of all family members, promote positive parent skills and to help
maintain healthy families. Services are available for military members
and eligible beneficiaries.

TEXAS RISING STAR

The Texas Rising Star program is a quality rating and improvement
system (QRIS) for child care programs participating in the Texas
Workforce Commission’s (TWC) Child Care Services program.
Texas Rising Star certification is available to licensed centers and
licensed and registered child care home facilities that meet the
certification criteria.

The Texas Rising Star program offers three levels of quality_certification
(Two-Star, Three-Star, and Four-Star) to encourage child care and early

learning programs to attain progressively higher levels of quality. These
certification levels are tied to graduated enhanced reimbursement rates
for children receiving child care scholarships.

All attendees also receive
handmade items, and for those who qualify, they also receive a
voucher from the Air Force Aid Society (AFAS).

Financial Readiness
o The Military and Family Readiness Center has 6 certified

counselors on staff to educate and assist military families with
budgeting, debt consolidation, credit repair, car/house buying,
investing and more!

Key Support Liaisons (KSLs)
o Key Support Liaisons (KSLs) are volunteers within your spouses’

unit that are appointed by the Commander and serve as a
resource for Air Force families, serving as a link between unit
leadership and families and providing peer-to-peer support. If
you are unsure who your Key Support Liaison is, please contact
the Military & Family Readiness Center.

The legal office offers walk-in services for notaries and powers of

attorney. The drafting of wills and advice on personal civil legal matters
are by appointment only. Legal professionals can advise on matters such
as financial affairs; family law to include marriage or divorce;
immigration; Service Members Civil Relief Act; and wills. Attorneys,
however, cannot give advice on behalf of a third-party, criminal
proceedings, or grievances made against the government or affiliates.

The Air Force Base Legal Assistance website is an additional resource

for military members. This website is an invaluable resource with
information on a multitude of common legal issues.

Additionally, the website allows members to fill out power of attorney
worksheets in the convenience of their own home, which in turn speeds
up their legal office visit.
